Breakfast can improve children’s diets  

Children who eat breakfast tend to have more adequate nutrient intake than children who do not. 

- By eating breakfast, students also get more of important nutrients, vitamins and minerals such 
as calcium, dietary fiber, folate and protein. 

- A higher percentage of children who skip breakfast do not meet 2/3’s of the Recommended 
Dietary Allowance (RDA) for vitamins A, E, D, and B6.

                         KINDERGARTEN ROUND-UP 

                            PIONEER PATH SCHOOL 
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Please bring your completed registration packet and fees to either round-up session. In addition, 
TO REGISTER A PARENT MUST  SUPPLY THE FOLLOWING DOCUMENTS: 

1. A certified copy of your child’s birth certificate issued by the county of birth or if you have an Illinois 
birth certificate it needs to have the State of Illinois 112 number displayed. 

2. A copy of pre-school screening results if you have them. 
3. A copy of a custody agreement if applicable. 
4. Proof of residency: Three of the following documentation will be accepted. The only exceptions will be 
             those families declared Homeless. 

Category I (must supply one) 
1) Ownership Title 
2) Closing Papers 
3) Current Rental/Lease 

Agreement* 

Category II (must supply two) 
1) Current Tax Bill 
2) Previous months (GAS, ELECTRIC, 
WATER) 
3) Drivers License with correct address 

*Rental/lease agreement showing 5-digit street address, dates beginning/ending and lessee/lessor signatures. 
This is also a yearly requirement and must be updated each year. 
If a Parent/Guardian is living with District Resident, the Resident must have: 
1. An Affidavit of Residency Part 1 to be completed by Parent/Guardian seeking to enroll student into 

school. It must be completed and notarized. 
2. An Affidavit of Residency Part 2 to be completed by resident stating his/her approval of parent and 

child(ren) living with resident. It must be notarized and supporting residency documentation attached (see 
above). (Affidavit of Residency Forms are available through our District Office or Website 
www.csd17.org) 

PLEASE NOTE: Your child will not be registered without proper proof of residency and original birth 
certificate. 
Children entering Kindergarten must have completed a physical with up-to-date immunization 
records dated within one year of school entry. Phys icals must be written on the approved 
medical form. Forms will be available at Round-up. Please call 467-4312 with any questions or if 
you need a registration packet.
